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Since One World Week started - the world has changed …
Here is a TIMELINE outlining some key dates indicative of the growing global awareness of the environmental crises affecting our world and its people. 
It also includes key developments in communications: the emergence of the worldwide web, which has empowered ordinary people everywhere with knowledge and the means to communicate and to organise.
We have added a few dates related to some of the organisations with whom OWW works.

How could you use this timeline?
You could use this as a discussion starter about change:
·  invite people to produce a timeline which outlines key moments for their own awareness and involvement; 
·  work with a community group to adapt this to include dates significant to your own location or community.
·  Add in dates you think are significant.
AND
Round off the discussion by determining what actions you’re going to take next to bring about a sustainable, just and peaceful future.  (see the OWW resource on ‘Pledges for Change”)
