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We are aware that human activity is changing the climate of our planet and damaging the natural
systems which sustain populations: plants, animals and humans. But are we aware of how rapidly
and relentlessly these changes are happening? What are the impacts? What can we do about it?

As 16-year-old schoolgirl, Greta Thunberg, has asked:

‘ ‘ Why are we not all talking about it? Why are we not all taking
appropriate action to limit the damage before it is too late? , ’

Scientists warn that we may now have only 12 years to prevent runaway climate change.
Governments have accepted the need to reduce greenhouse gas emissions but are reluctant to
make the changes that will upset the status quo. But that is what this global emergency demands.
